IDENTIFICATION OF THE CHILD

Nathan was referred for developmental services due to his diagnosis of Holoprosencephaly. He currently receives child development therapy and occupational therapy each one time per week and physical therapy two times per week. All therapies are in the home. Nathan was born full term gestation at 40 weeks via c-section. He weighed 9 lbs and was 19 inches in length. Mother explained that she had an uncomplicated pregnancy. During a routine ultrasound at 36 weeks, complications were observed and an unconfirmed diagnosis of Holoprosencepghaly was given. Nathan was delivered at U.C.L.A. due to risk factors. Nathan at delivery required no breathing support and delivery was uncomplicated. Upon delivery an ultrasound of his head was given and then the diagnosis of Holoprosencephaly was confirmed.  An echogram and barium/swallow tests were conducted, both within normal limits. Nathan had a brain shunt placed on November 17th, 2006. Nathan was hospitalized for 23 days in December for a shunt infection and then he had a shunt revision. 

FAMILY

Nathan lives with his mother and father in a home in Canyon Country, CA.   
Nathan is cared for by his parents and a nanny during the day.
MEDICATION/DIET

Nathan does not take Zantac at this time. Nathan takes Enfamil soy formula (30 ounces.) a day. He has begun stage 1-2 baby foods.      
HEALTH/IMMUNIZATIONS

Nathan currently weighs 17.5 lbs. and is 27 inches in length. He has not had any immunizations.  Nathan’s health is stable at this time. Since his shunt placement Nathan has improved significantly with; crying, arching extensively and overall irritability.
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VISUAL/AUDITORY EXAMINATTION   
No formal hearing exam was performed. A recent exam to an ophthalmologist was completed. His vision is within normal limits. He will be followed every 3 months by the opthmalogist.

PHYSICIAN/SPECIALIST

Pediatrician (Dr. Feldman, Canyon Country). Ophthalmologist (Dr. Handler, Encino). Neurosurgeon ( Dr. Lazaress, U.C.L.A.). Gastroenterologist (initial visit will be this month). On 1/11/07, Nathan was evaluated at The Carter Center for Brain Research.

PARENT CONCERNS
Nathan’s parents would like for him to continue with all therapies. They are concerned about his arching his neck and increased muscle tone. They have expressed a need to have increased physical therapy.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1)  A vision evaluation is recommended through the California Junior Blind.

2) Continue with all developmental therapies.

Cognition: Nathan is able to look at a rattle for a few seconds and attempting to grab. He is able to hold the rattle briefly with some physical assistance. He responds to sound by moving his eyes and head toward the sound.  He is able to calm when his parent talks to him. He reacts to the disappearance of a slowly moving object; continues to look at the object a few seconds after it disappears.
Language: Nathan’s cry varies in pitch, length and volume. His parents typically know when he is hungry or tired. He produces open vowel sounds, “aah” & “ee” and will vocalize upon seeing an adult. Nathan is vocal throughout the day and is beginning to babble.  

Social/Self-Help: Nathan will awaken or quiet to his parent’s voice. He is beginning to make approach movements to a mirror. He will smile and laugh when his head is covered with a cloth to play, “peek-a-boo.” Nathan clearly appears to enjoy being around adults and gaining their attention.

· Nathan will begin to play with a rattle; hold, look and mouth the rattle, 2/3 attempts.-emerging
· Nathan will turn his eyes and head to a sound of a hidden voice, 2/3 attempts.-met
· Nathan will find a partially hidden object, 2/3 attempts.-not met
· Nathan will reach for a second object purposefully; when holding one, reaches for a 2nd with either hand, 2/3 attempts.-not met
· Nathan will continue a familiar activity by initiating movements, 2/3 attempts.-not met
· Nathan will reach for nearby objects consistently, 2/3 attempts.-not met
LANGUAGE

· Nathan will look at a speaker’s eyes and mouth; begin to vocalize, 80% accuracy.-met
· Nathan will start or respond to a conversation or attract attention through babbling to people, 80% accuracy.-met

· Nathan will reach for a nearby object consistently, 2/3 attempts.

· Nathan will anticipate visually a slowly moving object; look to the other side for it to reappear, 2/3 attempts.
LANGUAGE

· Nathan will maintain focus and watch speaker’s eyes and mouth when spoken to, 80% accuracy.

· Nathan will use eye gaze, body movements to initiate and maintain interaction with a person or object, 80% accuracy.

· Nathan will wave or respond to bye-bye, 80% accuracy.

· Nathan will respond to a simple request with a gesture, “Give mommy/daddy a kiss, 80% accuracy.

SOCIAL

· Nathan will inspect his own hands, 2/3 attempts.

· Nathan will respond playfully to a mirror (smiles, laughs, pats, reaches toward his image), 2/3 attempts.

· Nathan will enjoy songs; clapping his hands upon hearing a familiar song as, “pat-a-cake”, 2/3 attempts.

· Nathan will play “peek-a-boo” and remove a cloth from his face, 2/3 attempts.
